The mission of the Marshall County Sheriff's Office is to coordinate
with other law enforcement agencies within Marshall County and their
efforts within the community to preserve the public peace, protect the
rights of persons and property, prevent crime, and generally provide
assistance to citizens in urgent situations.  The Marshall County Sheriff’s
Office is responsible for the collection of county taxes, security of the
courts, the service of legal process and orders of the court, enforcement of Marshall County Ordinances and Kentucky Revised Statutes within the boundaries of Marshall County.
The employees of the Marshall County Sheriff’s Office are responsible for providing services to an area of approximately 300 square miles, with over 900 miles of roadways. Marshall County has, according to the US Census Bureau 2010 estimate, 31,448 citizens. During peak business and tourism seasons, this may increase dramatically and the population continues to grow.
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During 2016, Marshall County E-911 dispatched the Marshall County Sheriff’s Office to 18238 calls for service. This was an incredible raise from the 14,000 in 2015.

The Marshall County Sheriff’s Office had 33 employees in 2015. This includes both full and part time sworn as well as full and part time clerical employees. The size of the office staff has remained similar for several years until this year. In 2016 the Marshall County Sheriff’s Office had 30 employees with two part time employees retiring in December.

Sheriff Kevin Byars was elected in November of 2006 and took office in January of 2007. He graduated from Marshall County High School in 1983. He attended Western Kentucky University and Murray State University where he majored in Biology. He began his law enforcement career at the Marshall County Detention Center in 1997, where he worked until 1999. In that year he was hired by the Kentucky State Park Rangers and assigned to Kenlake State Park. He is a graduate of the Kentucky Department of Criminal Justice Training Police Academy. In 2000 he was employed by the Marshall County Sheriff’s Office and served in the patrol division until 2001 when he was assigned as a Detective. Byars is a graduate of Basic Investigators School, Crime Scene Investigations, certified clandestine laboratory technician, certified in bio hazard removal, latent print identification, and has received training in computer crimes. He is a member of the Marshall County ASAP Board and the Child Abuse Multi-Disciplinary Team. Sheriff Byars has attended training at the Kentucky Leadership Institute including an Orientation for New Sheriffs and several Police Executive Command Courses. Sheriff Byars has completed the Situational Leadership Program developed by the Center for Leadership Studies, and was the first sitting Sheriff in Kentucky to complete the Criminal Justice Executive Development Program at the Kentucky Leadership Institute. This is an intensive five- month program to prepare executives to lead in the 21st century. Sheriff Byars was appointed by former Kentucky Department of Criminal Justice Training Commissioner Dr. John Bizzack to the Kentucky Police Executive Command Council. This body advises those that develop and provide training to all law enforcement supervision in Kentucky. In 2014, Sheriff Byars was elected by his peers to represent them on the Kentucky Sheriff’s Association Board of Directors. Sheriff Byars is currently serving in his third term on the board. Major Maddox has worked for the Marshall County Sheriff’s Office since June of 1988. He served as a part time bailiff and patrol officer until his graduation from Murray State University in 1989. Maddox served as a Patrol Officer with the Sheriff’s Office until 1994 when he was promoted to the rank of Sergeant and supervised the night shift. He was promoted to the rank of Chief Deputy in 1998 and continued to serve in that capacity until 2006.  In 2006, Maddox was appointed Interim Sheriff to fill the unexpired term of Sheriff Terry Anderson. Maddox again became Chief Deputy and served until his retirement in August of 2014. In October 2014, Maddox returned to the Sheriff’s Office as Director of Operations. Maddox graduated from Marshall County High School in 1984, Murray State University with a Bachelor of Science Degree in Criminal Justice and Political Science in 1989, and has taken courses in pursuit of a Masters Degree in Criminal Justice from Eastern Kentucky University. Duties of the Sheriff

The Sheriff is the chief constitutional law enforcement officer of Marshall County, Kentucky.  As established by the Kentucky statutes, his authority is derived from chapter 70.010 through 70.210 and provides that the Sheriff, in his county, shall, in person or by deputy:

a)  Execute all process of the courts of this state to be executed in his county.
b)  Execute such other writs, processes, warrants, and other papers directed to him as may come into his hands to be executed in his county.
c)  Attend all terms of the circuit court, district court, and fiscal court of his county.
d)  Attend all meetings and execute all orders of the fiscal court of his county.
e)  Be a conservator of the peace in his county.
f)  Suppress tumults, riots, and unlawful assemblies in his county.
g)  Apprehend, without warrant, any person disturbing the peace in his county.
h)  Have the authority to raise the power of the county and command any person to assist him, when necessary, in the execution of the duties of his office.
i)  Perform such other duties as may be imposed upon him by law.

Patrol Division Commander

Deputy Edwards began his career with the Marshall County Ambulance Service in 1983. He served there until 1989 when he was employed by the Kentucky State Park Rangers. He graduated from the Park Ranger Academy in 1989. He left the Park Rangers in 1991 and served as a patrol officer with the Paducah Police Department through 2003 when he was employed by the Marshall County Sheriff’s Office. Deputy Edwards graduated from the Kentucky Department of Criminal Justice Training Police Academy in 1991.  Deputy Edwards is a certified DARE instructor. He also holds certification as a School Resource Officer and served in that capacity for a short period in 2007 prior to his promotion. Captain Edwards is a graduate of the Kentucky Academy of Police Supervision and the Kentucky Criminal Justice Executive Development Program. Captain Edwards and his wife live in the Briensburg area. In 2007 Edwards was promoted to Sergeant and in 2012 to Lieutenant. Edwards was promoted to Captain this past year after completing CJED. Edwards currently commands the Patrol Division. Captain Edwards is a certified marine patrol officer and assists Deputy Ivey in coordinating that program. Captain Edwards and Deputy Ivey completed Marine Officer Instructor School in 2016.

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Sergeant Eddie McGuire – Second Shift Supervisor

SGT McGuire came to the Marshall County Sheriff’s Office in 2008. Previously he was employed by the Marshall County Detention Center and McCracken County Sheriff’s Office. Deputy McGuire graduated from Marshall County High School in 1997 and was employed by Sportable Scoreboards in Murray from 1999 to 2001. He was employed by the Marshall County Detention Center from 2001 – 2003 before being hired at the McCracken County Sheriff’s Office in 2003. Sergeant Chumbler has been a police officer for over 29 years, 9 years with the Kentucky State Police and 20 years with the Marshall Co Sheriff's Office. He was born and
raised in Marshall County, graduating from Marshall Co High School in 1984.  He graduated from Murray State University in 1988 with a BA in Criminal Justice.   Sergeant Chumbler graduated from the DOCJT Basic Police Academy in 1989, number one in his class.  He is also a graduate of the Kentucky State Police Academy.  He served as SRT Commander for 4 years. He currently serves as the school resource officer.
Chumbler has attended several Advanced SWAT and School Resource Officer trainings around the country, taught by the FBI, Secret Service, and the DEA, among others.  He serves as the Training Supervisor  for the Sheriff's Office, which covers all firearms, Taser, self defense tactics, knife defense tactics, pursuit driving, drug field test kits, field training officer, weapons armorer, highway watch (US DOT), and stinger spike systems. He was promoted in 2016 to Sergeant.

Patrol Officers
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Deputy Curtner has worked for the Marshall County Sheriff’s Office since 2010. Deputy Curtner is a Marshall County native, graduating from the Marshall County High School. After High School, Deputy Curtner spent six years in the United States Marine Corps. He is a combat veteran from Operation Iraqi Freedom in 2004. Upon leaving the US Marines in 2006, Deputy Curtner accepted a position with the Calvert City Police Department and worked there for three years before coming to the Sheriff’s Office. Deputy Curtner has been with the Marshall County Rescue Squad for 12 years where he is a Captain. With the Sheriff’s Office he is a Police Training Officer (FTO), a member of the Special Response Team, and is a Rope Rescue Level Two Technician. He is a graduate of the DOCJT Police Academy and Kentucky Tactical Officer’s Association Basic SWAT Operators Course. He is the Assistant Team Commander with the Special Response Team. In 2015 he received a Life Saver Award and the Congressional Recognition Award.
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Deputy Dennis Lewis began his career with the Marshall County Sheriff’s Office in February 2008, having come to us from the Lyon County Sheriff’s Office where he graduated from the police academy in 2006. He is a graduate of Marshall County High School in 1994. Deputy Lewis is a certified armorer for Glock and Colt.  Deputy Lewis attended DARE Officer Training in early 2009. He is a certified Crisis Intervention officer. Deputy Lewis serves as a firearms instructor and the active shooter instructor coordinator.  Deputy Lewis, his wife and family reside near Calvert City.
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Deputy Ivey has worked for the Marshall County Sheriff’s Office since March of 2000. Deputy Ivey was born and raised in Marshall County, graduating from Marshall County High School in 1994. He is a veteran of the United States Army 1995-1997. Deputy Melone works in the Patrol Division at the Sheriff’s Office, where he returned this year. Deputy Melone served from 2007 till 2015 as a Detective with the office. In 2008, Detective Melone graduated from the Kentucky Criminalistics Academy and was elected class president, a prestigious school in crime scene investigations.

Deputy Oakley is a graduate of the Kentucky Department of Criminal Justice Training Police Academy and has completed SWAT training with the same agency. He is a graduate of the FBI Police Sniper program and is a past member of the Special Response Team as the assistant team leader. Deputy Oakley is assigned to the patrol division. He and his family live in Benton. Deputy Oakley has received the Governors Highway Safety Award for DUI Enforcement in multiple years and in 2015 received the Governors Highway Safety Award for Occupant Protection. Deputy Oakley left the SRT in 2016 after many years of service, including as the assistant team leader.
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Deputy Nathan Maxlow
Deputy Maxlow has worked for the Marshall County Sheriff’s Office since 2002. He is a 1988 graduate of Calloway County High School. He attended Murray State University where he majored in Architectural Engineering and West Kentucky Technical College where he studied Computer Aided Drafting. He was previously employed by Mattel in Murray. He is a graduate of the Kentucky Department of Criminal Justice Training Police Academy where he received the physical fitness award and the coordinators award. He has received the Governors Award for DUI Enforcement multiple times and other traffic awards. Deputy Maxlow is an IPTM trained Accident Reconstructionist and is a certified DARE Officer.  He lives in the Brewers area of Marshall County.  In 2016, Deputy Maxlow was reassigned to the Detective Division and will be assigned to Narcotics Investigations.
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Deputy Rudd began his law enforcement career in 2015 starting with the Marshall County Sheriff’s Office in May. Deputy Rudd is a graduate of the Basic Police Academy at the Kentucky Department of Criminal Justice Training. He is a graduate of Marshall County High School. Rudd worked as a dispatcher with Marshall County E-911 / Central Dispatch before coming to the Sheriff’s Office. 
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Deputy Anderson began with the Marshall County Sheriff’s Office in 2015 after working three years at the Paducah Police Department. Deputy Anderson is a graduate of Marshall County High School and the DOCJT Basic Training Academy. Deputy Anderson is a Crisis Intervention Team trained officer and is also certified in LIDAR and traffic radar. Deputy Anderson is a US Army Veteran.
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Deputy Greenfield began his career with the Marshall County Sheriff’s Office this past year and has completed several community projects including heading up the “ Cram the Cruiser” program. Detective Lieutenant Hilbrecht investigated 51 cases in 2015 which led to 14 felony arrests and 3 juveniles charged.

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Marshall County Courthouse


The Marshall County Court System is comprised of Circuit, District, and Family Courts. Circuit Court meets four times a month to conduct criminal and civil cases, not including trials. During this time, as many as 100 inmates could be moved by Court Security to and from the various courtrooms. These inmates are often moved on the morning of their court appearance by Court Security from other detention facilities and placed in holding cells in the Judicial Building. These transports are often from four or more counties and require as many as two cars per county as policy forbids transporting males, females, and juveniles in the same vehicle. These inmates are always transported back to the facility in which they were originally held after court. Often transports have to be accomplished to and from the Herman Ford Detention Center at the same time. 
District Court meets four times a week on a regular basis and five if trials are scheduled. Mondays are scheduled for review of current cases and often the Judge issues bench warrants for those persons not in compliance with the orders of the court. If these people are in the building, the warrants are served by Court Security. Often, in District Court, due to the volume of cases the session may last after business hours. 
Family Court meets 3 to 4 times a week during which domestic violence, custody, and divorce issues are addressed. During these types of cases, emotions are very volatile and extra security is required. Often two or three courts may be in session at a time as well as Grand Jury sessions.
During all business hours of the Judicial Building, all people entering the building must be screened through the metal detector by Court Security Officers. Court Security Officers have removed butcher knives from a woman’s purse, numerous pocketknives, knives hidden in boots, a dagger disguised as a key chain and a .357 magnum revolver.







Duties of A Court Security Officer

In 2007, Kentucky Revised Statutes 15.380 and 15.404 were passed and created the qualifications to be a certified Court Security Officer. The Marshall County Sheriff’s Office and statute require Court Security Officers to be certified, qualify on the firing range, and attend in service training to maintain certification.
The primary responsibility of a Court Security Officer is to maintain security of the Judicial Building at all times for the safety of the Judges, employees, and visitors of the building. Daily preparation for court is necessary by assuring that prisoners on the docket have been transported from the Herman Ford Detention Center and other facilities. Court Security Officers also serve criminal and civil process throughout Marshall County as well as within the Judicial Building itself.
Marshall County Court Security Officers have been tasked as well with inspection of out of state vehicles that have been purchased by the public or dealers. These inspections may be at the Judicial Building or throughout the county.

Special Programs
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Marshall County Special Response Team

The SRT has conducted 186 hours of training in 2016. Training includes all tactical issues from firearms, room and building entry, waterborne operations, vehicle operations, physical training and testing, less lethal weapons, and active shooter. In 2015 the SRT conducted 8 operations. Operations have included high risk search warrants, high risk arrest warrants, barricaded suspects, and anti drug operations. 
In 2016 The Marshall County Special Response Team had five call outs for the following purposes:

2 – Barricaded Suspects
2 - Search Warrants 
1 – High Risk Arrest Warrant




The Marshall County Special Response Team is a SWAT unit made up of officers from the Marshall County Sheriff’s Office and Benton Police Department assisted by specially trained paramedics from Marshall County EMS and Air Evac Air Medical. Each officer involved has undergone basic SWAT school. Many are graduates of advanced SWAT schools sponsored by agencies around the country including Chattanooga Police, US Army, DOCJT, NTOA, and KTOA.

The purpose of the unit is to respond to emergencies such as barricaded suspects and hostage situations as well as high- risk search or arrest warrants and narcotics arrests. The unit is funded by federal and state grants and has been in existence since 1999. The unit is one of very few trained, equipped, and certified units in this region of Kentucky. Members receive training from the Kentucky Department of Criminal Justice Training, National and Kentucky Tactical Officers Association, Chattanooga Police Department, University of Tennessee, US Navy, and various local and national training courses. The team trains together twice monthly and averages 186 hours training per year as a team and more individually. 



Marshall County Crash Reconstruction Team

The Accident Reconstructionist, specially trained Deputies, use high tech laser measurement devices and other equipment to “reconstruct” the crash and determine exactly what happened.  The Sheriff’s Office Reconstructionist has certifications from IPTM and has received additional advanced training from DOCJT and other sources. Deputy Nathan Maxlow is the Sheriff’s Office Reconstructionist. 




The Marshall County Highway Safety Program
The Marshall County Sheriff’s Office takes part in a National Highway Safety Administration funded Traffic Safety Program. The program is administered under the Governor’s Highway Safety Office. The grant pays for Marshall County Officers to work overtime on patrol in areas hardest hit by injury and fatality crashes. The patrol time is to enforce traffic alcohol and other traffic statutes. 
The grant period for this program runs on the federal fiscal year. During the fiscal year October 2014 to September 2015 Deputies made 58 DUI arrests, wrote 35 seatbelt citations, 219 speeding citations, 2 child restraint citations, and many other charges during 210 hours of grant funded enforcement. Deputies worked saturation patrols in problem crash areas, conducted highway safety check points, and individual patrols. 

In the program year of October 2015 till September 2016, Marshall County Sheriff’s Deputies worked 287 hours of highway safety, traffic enforcement overtime. During these hours Deputies made 27 DUI arrests, issued 228 speeding citations, issued 2 child restraint citations, and 28 seatbelt citations.

The observed seatbelt usage rate in Marshall County is holding steady in the mid 80 percentile range and has done so for several years.

The Marshall County Sheriff’s Office has already been awarded funding for traffic overtime in the upcoming year and has begun working it.
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DARE

The Sheriff’s Office presents the D.A.R.E. Program to the fifth grade in four schools. This averages 250-275 students per year. The Sheriff’s Office has five officers certified as DARE instructors by the Kentucky Department of Education and DARE America.

.Deputies Maxlow, Lewis, and Strader are currently teaching the program. Maddox and Edwards speak on DARE related issues each week at the Sheriff’s Boys and Girls Ranch during the summer months.

Marine and Off Road Patrol

The Marshall County Sheriff's Office marine patrol program started in 2007 in response to many thefts from the water and requests by citizens to respond. All equipment was donated or loaned for this program. The only cost was man-hours and maintenance / fuel. Two stolen boats were recovered during the period and many positive comments were received. 
In 2010 a grant of $184,000.00 was obtained from FEMA to purchase a new boat and truck and make this a full time program. Deputy Jason Ivey now patrols Kentucky Lake and the Tennessee River full time. He has assisted with incidents such as the ship striking the Egner’s Ferry Bridge and flooding on area rivers and lakes. 
In 2016, Deputy Jason Ivey who works marine patrol full time during the summer months and Captain Brett Edwards became certified Open Water Boat Control and Close Quarter Boat Control Instructors. They continue to train members of the Sheriff’s Office to assist in this demanding role.

Off Road Patrol

A Yamaha Rhino ATV was also loaned from Town and Country Yamaha in Murray and later purchased using funds from crime seizures and a donation from the Marshall County Soil Conservation District. This vehicle is used in responding to incidents off road and in patrolling areas of the county that are inaccessible by standard patrol vehicle. In 2012, the Marshall County Sheriff’s Office obtained several vehicles from the US Military through the DRMO Program. These vehicles are four wheel drive and can be used for patrol in off road areas. They were obtained at no cost to Marshall County.  In 2013 The Marshall County Sheriff’s Office obtained a Polaris Razor through the same program. Deputies patrol the Clarks River bottoms and other areas where crop damage and methamphetamine production have become a problem.
