Recipients are selected after completing this comprehensive
written application. There will not be interviews of applicants.

A broad-based criteria is used in the selection process. An applicant’s academic record, communi-
cation skills, and need for fi nancial assistance are carefully considered  along with an evaluation of the 
applicant by a school offi cial.  The organization, appearance, and completeness of the application are 
also factors considered by the selection committee.

Public high school seniors, who feel that they meet the criteria for eligibility and selection, are invited
to submit applications. These applications may be obtained through the guidance department of any
public high school or from the Grand Lodge of Iowa’s website at www.grandlodgeofi owa.com, and all 
material must be postmarked no later than March 1, 2018 for the application to be considered by
the committee.
