“Elegy for a Young American” – Ronald Lo Presti
	Elegy for a Young American is and elegy written in tribute to John F. Kennedy, the  35th President of the United States, after his assassination in Dallas, Texas, on November 22, 1963.  Elegy is a through composed composition that has no key signatures (common in some contemporary pieces) and asymmetrical phrase lengths that often create a feeling of uncertainty.  The piece is written with motives of simple rhythms, gentle contours and octave leaps creating creating natural and sometimes “raw” senses of emotion.              	Elegy is Lo Presti’s (a graduate of Eastman School of Music) most well known selection for concert band and an example of “core” repertoire at the grade “5” level.  Ronald Lo Presti passed away in 1985.                                                                      	Elegy for a Young American was written in 1964 and was dedicated to the memory of President Kennedy.  The many stages of mourning can be felt as the work unfolds.  A quiet adagio sets a tone of respect and solemnity in the beginning.  Feelings of shock and denial are reflected by the dynamic and octave jumps in the melody.  Anger and remorse express themselves, building to an intense allegro section.  The maestoso closing reminds us of the contributions of this great American and creates a sense of acceptance and final resolution.  As the country struggled with the shock of the assassination itself, the uncertainty of what was happening in the United States and the world, the Cold War threats and the assassination conspiracy theories the very strong emotional rollercoaster that our citizens were experiencing is accurately reflected in Elegy.



“To A New Journey” – Naoya Wada
	“To a New Journey” was composed to commemorate the 120th anniversary of Keika Gakuen High School and middle school located in Tokyo, Japan;  and the 60th anniversary of its symphonic band.  The premiere of this work was on March 28th, 2018 and was the last concert for senior band students.  The title of this work speaks to the idea of these seniors moving forward in life with the rich musical experiences of their past as a foundation for their future.

“The Flickertail” – James D. Ployhar                                                       	In 1975 the North Dakota Legislative Assembly passed H.B. No. 1160, which designated James D. Ployhar's Spirit of the Land as the official state march (1975 S.L., ch. 462). Mr. Ployhar had been commissioned by the North Dakota Band Directors Association to compose a march appropriate for official state functions. Spirit of the Land was played in the Capitol's Great Hall by the Jamestown High School Band on the day the bill passed the House of Representatives in February 1975. Once designated as the state march, Spirit of the Land was sent to a publisher. The title happened to be nearly identical to another march. As a result, the publisher requested that a new title be selected. Mr. Ployhar agreed to Flickertail March. In 1989 the Legislative Assembly approved the change.  Mr. Ployhar grew up in Valley City and graduated from Valley City High School and Valley City State University!
