In talk programming, the interns will learn the ins and 
outs of producing a quality talk show while developing and honing talk host skills. The 
interns will observe and interact with talk show producers and hosts, edit and produce 
talk show podcasts/interviews, learn how to operate the on-air audio console, help se-
lect stories for talk shows, observe the talk show prep process and learn how to screen 
talk show callers.
