[bookmark: _GoBack]The City Council of the City of Parkersburg, Iowa met in regular session on Monday, November 4, 2024 at 7:00 P.M. at the Parkersburg Civic Center. Council members present: Bellows, Cuvelier, Manifold, Schneiderman, and Simon. 
Mayor Mike Timmer called the meeting to order and led those in attendance in reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.
There was a motion by Cuvelier, seconded by Schneiderman to approve the minutes. Upon vote, all ayes.
There was a motion by Manifold, seconded by Bellows to approve the bills, including the water tower rehabilitation pay estimate to TanksCo, Inc. Upon vote, all ayes.
Hunter Maitland provided an update of the lead service water lines inspections recently completed and the requirements in the future due to EPA mandates. Tim Kolder discussed construction projects recently completed and informed the Council that the street sweeper repairs are now done. Resident snow removal requirements were provided that will be posted in the near future as well. Thanks were also provided to all of the community volunteers who have worked hard on public landscaping to keep the city looking beautiful throughout town around city hall, the fire station, and along the Highway 57/14 corridor. 
There was a motion by Schneiderman, seconded by Manifold to approve the updates to the Parkersburg Ambulance Service bylaws. Upon vote, all ayes. Tyler Johnson provided an update of the ambulance calls for service in the last twelve months. He stated a record number of calls were responded to (207) and that over 2,400 hours of volunteer service hours were recorded from ambulance crew members. 
Julie Folken gave information on the Trick or Read programming event recently held where over 218 attendees showed up. She reported that there were 147 live programs in the last fiscal year with over 4,094 attendees. Julie also reported that circulations were up 900 items from the previous year.  
There was a motion by Cuvelier, seconded by Simon to approve the hiring of Laura Roegner to work part-time at the library at a rate of $11.00/hour. Upon vote, all ayes. 
Rick Gersema, representing the Jolly Jamboree committee, requested city sponsorship of the Jolly Jamboree Holiday event coming up December 5-7, 2024. He stated many events are planned throughout town, including a community tree lighting event at the Historical Home and Santa Claus and Mrs. Claus down at the Veterans Building later in the day on Saturday, December 7, 2024. There was a motion by Manifold, seconded by Bellows to contribute up to $1,000.00 towards this event. Upon vote, all ayes. 
There was a motion by Schneiderman, seconded by Cuvelier to approve the FY2024 Annual Finance Report. Upon vote, all ayes.
There was a motion by Schneiderman, seconded by Bellows to approve the FY2024 Annual Urban Renewal Report. Upon vote, all ayes. 
There was a motion by Manifold, seconded by Simon to adopt Resolution 1129 approving the FY2024 City Street Finance Report. Upon vote, all ayes. 
There was a motion by Cuvelier, seconded by Simon to approve the agreement to exchange property subject to notice and Council approval. Upon vote, all ayes. 
There was a motion by Simon, seconded by Schneiderman to adopt Resolution 1130 to set a date of public hearing at the next regularly scheduled City Council meeting on December 2, 2024 at 7:00pm to adopt a resolution to exchange real estate in the best interest of the citizens of Parkersburg. Upon vote, all ayes.  
There was a motion by Schneiderman, seconded by Simon to adopt Resolution 1131 approving the updated City of Parkersburg Investment Policy and the request for proposal submittal on behalf of Green Belt Bank & Trust to deposit library funds into a certificate of deposit for a period of twenty-four or more months. Upon vote, all ayes. 
The Council discussed zoning ordinance requirements regarding an accessory building being built prior to the principal structure and this recommended change being submitted to the Planning & Zoning Commission for future consideration.
