Mayor Wentz presented the liquor license for the Rockwell Lions Club for June 19 to July 2nd.  Brad Jones, on behalf of the Rockwell Lions Club, stated this is for the truck show on June 21st.  Koob moved to approve said liquor license.  Motion seconded by Emhoff, carried unanimously.

Jones was also present on behalf the Rockwell Chamber, he thanked the Council for the previous support of the Rockwell fireworks.  Jones noted the fireworks will be July 3rd and asked for the Councils support again.  Koob moved to allow $3,500.00 for the Chamber fireworks event.  Motion seconded by Meyer, carried unanimously.  

Koob moved to waive the noise ordinance for the Chamber, July 3rd fireworks.  Motion seconded by Worley, carried unanimously.

Koob moved to set the 2024-2025 Budget Amendment hearing for June 4th at 5:35 p.m.  Motion seconded by Emhoff, carried unanimously.

Mayor Wentz stated he has talked with a Main Street property owner and the owner has a possible buyer for the building.

Emhoff noted nuisance areas that need attention and lawns that need mowing!

Worley stated they are getting ready for the pool to open on Memorial Day, weather permitting.

Mayor Wentz asked the Council about holding one meeting for the summer.  All were in agreement to set the meetings for June 4th, July 9th and August 6th at 5:30 p.m.

Meyer asked for the Council to have some input on the property the REDC is in the process of purchasing.	
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With no further business, Emhoff moved to adjourn the meeting.  Motion seconded by Koob, carried unanimously.
