Grant awards will be presented during HCCEF’s grant celebration event on Thursday, April 9, 2026. All approved applicants will receive an invitation to attend.
Grant Evaluation Forms for funded projects must be completed by Monday, November 30, 2026.
Since 2005, the Hardin County Community Endowment Foundation has awarded nearly $2 million in grants through its four funding areas. These grants support projects in six focus areas: Arts, Culture & Humanities; Education; Environment & Animals; Health; Human Services; and Public & Social Benefit.
