On Friday February 13th, 2026 at approx. 1124 hrs. the Bremer County Sheriff’s Office received a call of a dispute in the 2400 blk of Viking Avenue, where a firearm was discharged. When deputies arrived on scene they were advised the suspect had walked away from the residence into a nearby field. A perimeter was set up with assistance from several agencies. Wapsie Valley school was notified immediately and placed on lockdown out of precaution. Drones were used to locate the suspect hiding along a tree line in the marsh approximately 3 hours after the incident was reported. The suspect, identified as William K. Shindoll, 31 of Waterloo, was taken into custody without incident. Shindoll was transported to the Bremer County jail, where he was charged with going armed with intent (D Felony), harassment 1st (Aggravated misdemeanor), assault while participating in a felony (D Felony), and control of a firearm by a felon (D Felony). Bond is set at $17,000.
The Bremer County Sheriff’s Office was assisted by the Iowa State Patrol, Iowa DNR, Readlyn Police Department, Tripoli Police Department, Janesville Police Department, Waterloo Police Department, Fairbank Police Department, Bremer County EMA, & Oran First Responders, and Fairbank Ambulance.   
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
