
There are approximately 8 million people 16 and older that will be eligible for the vaccine.
Therefore, our 70% goal means 5.6M residents vaccinated as soon as possible.

Set a goal to use 90% of doses in 7 days. Our providers have all worked diligently to meet this goal.

Helping with 211 and scheduling apps for providers that may need technology assistance. 
Partnering with private organizations to secure spaces for vaccinations.
