For all who are sewers, here’s a slightly modified update on what we need. The patterns are from Dr. Unthank, our public health Officer:

Please remember: 
1) Prewash your all your fabrics in hot water! 
2) Masks are washed in hot water before our health & essential workers wear them, but wash your hands well before beginning to sew as an additional protection!
3) Either corded or 1/4” elastic will work, but at this point, whatever you or your neighbors may have around is acceptable. Please avoid using ties, they are getting tangled in the washing process and causing problems. If you need more elastic, we are continuing to provide it at the Church drop locations. 
4) When completed, put into a zip lock and indicate the number of masks, your name, and contact information. You can deliver the completed masks at any of the drop locations. These are listed below. Please text 360-505-6747 when you make a delivery so that we can pick them up.
5) Thank you for whatever you can do. If you’re not a sewer, clean that junk drawer of metal twist ties & pipe cleaners and get them to us. If you’ve got a spare elastic, please donate at the drop sites.

For savvy sewers:
Please stick a wired twist tie or short piece of pipe cleaner in the nose piece seam before you enclose it, helping to make it tighter to their face. Make sure it is totally secured in place, several are slipping out when being washed. If you have access to nonwoven interface material, you can add this as a filter lining sewn in between the two pieces of quality cotton as it will help as another line of defense against the virus. Do not make a pocket for removing the lining.
